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For generations, wildfires have burned thousands of acres of Montana’s forests each year. But climate
change, and failed forest management policies of the past, have pushed that number much higher. In fact,
20 years ago, the Forest Service set aside 16 percent of its budget for fire suppression. Today, wildfire
costs consume more than half of the Forest Service's budget, and that figure will rise to about two-thirds
by 2025.The growing cost of fighting wildfires leaves less in the budget for forest management and timber
harvests. So instead of populating our lumber mills, the dead and dying trees in our national forests are
matches during fire season.That's why |I'm pushing bipartisan legislation to ensure wildfires are treated like
other natural disasters. My bill will allow the Forest Service to pay for most severe wildfires by accessing
emergency funds, instead of using dollars that were supposed to go toward cutting trees. This is a bill that
is supported by Democrats and Republicans, and it is critical that we address the growing cost of fighting
wildfires so we can free up resources and make sure we are getting trees to our lumber mills.

Despite the hard work of the Forest Service, poor federal policy and obstructionist litigation are
devastating the health of our National Forests. We need to reform timber practices and bring back healthy
forest management, and it's imperative that we take action now and not wait until Mother Nature makes
the decision for us.The Montana timber industry has lost over 500 jobs in the last year and with the recent
news of Weyerhaeuser closing its plants in Columbia Falls, we are about to lose 100 more. This only
underscores the urgent need to pass forest reform legislation to get Montana's abundance of suitable
timber to our mills, keep good-paying jobs in our state and provide forested counties and schools with the
economic certainty and resources they need.As Montana'’s only member of the Senate Natural Resources
Committee, I'm tirelessly working to advance commonsense forest management reform to improve the
health of our National Forests by increasing Forest Service management authorities and advocating for
reforms to treat wildfires as natural disasters. On July 12, my efforts took an important step forward when
the U.S. Senate authorized final negotiations with the U.S. House of Representatives on energy legislation
that includes forest reform. | will continue doing everything | can to keep this momentum strong and see
through our efforts to the finish line.

On July 14, 2016, the House of Representatives passed a Fiscal Year (FY) 2017 Department of Interior
Appropriations bill for the first time in four years. It was a monumental day for many reasons, but to me, it
was a great success to pass a number of forestry provisions that will help direct resources towards wildfire
prevention activities in Montana and other Western states. As we know, the 2016 fire season is well
underway and expected to reach similar levels to last year, where we saw 10,125,149 acres burn and well
over $2 billion spent to fight and contain wildfires. This is why | cosponsored and helped pass an
amendment led by Representative Paul Gosar to shift funds from the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA)'s general fund to the Forest Service for increased hazardous fuels management. It is a shame we
cannot reach a necessary agreement on a wildfire borrowing fix, but until then, redirecting funds to address
our fire crisis is both fiscally and environmentally responsible.| also supported an amendment by
Representative Bruce Westerman that removes $12 million from the EPA’s Environmental Programs and
Management Account and places $10 million into the Forest Service's Forest and Rangeland Research
Account, which funds the Forest Inventory and Analysis (FIA) and the Forest Products Laboratory, among
other programs. Allocating these funds to the Forest Service will free up money for use in critical on-the-

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Allyn Ford Celebrates 50 Years
with Roseburg Forest Products

It was 1966. Lyndon Johnson was president. The Vietnam War was underway. NASA astronauts completed the second U.S.
spacewalk. A patient in Texas received the world’s first artificial heart. And Allyn Ford joined Roseburg Forest Products after
receiving his MBA from Stanford University. Wednesday, June 22, marks Ford’s 50" anniversary with the company his father,
Kenneth Ford, founded in 1936. Looking back over the past five decades, Ford said his career with Roseburg has been a
blessing. “It's been a great ride,” he said. “I've been blessed with so much opportunity, being able to learn the operation from
the ground up. There was never any question in my mind of coming back to Roseburg (after my education). It was always in my
genes.”Ford had worked summers at the company as a kid, but his first real role was with a division of now-defunct Ford
Industries that manufactured telephone answering machines for Western Electric in Portland. Two years later, he came south to
become assistant to the president — his father. “When | started, the wood products industry was in a boom period,” Ford said.
“Plywood was king — it was about 75% of our business. We were a much smaller company. It was a period of diversification and
investment.”Much has changed since then. The industry has been through plenty of turmoil and transformation. But somehow
Roseburg has survived it all. As Ford prepares to hand over the title of CEO to current President Grady Mulbery and assume
the role of chairman, he took a moment to reflect on how the company has evolved in the past half-century. “The industry has
changed dramatically,” he said. “This business is rough, and we've been through some tough times. The industry is getting
smaller and the competition more intense. We're competing globally, not just in the U.S. This business is all about our ability to
take risk. Roseburg has been able to compete and to excel in this type of environment.”

Through the years, Ford has maintained his family’s legacy of giving back to the communities where Roseburg operates.
Whether through The Ford Family Foundation, private gifts or direct from Roseburg, the Ford family’s support of education
and community building is something we can all be proud of. “Allyn has been recognized as an icon and leader in the wood
products industry for many years, representing what we have now captured as our core values,” said Kellye Wise, senior vice
president of human resources and labor. “He continues to demonstrate the community engagement, perseverance and
integrity that reflect both him and Roseburg. For me, and | expect for many of us, the opportunity to work for an organization
that lives those values out on a daily basis under his leadership was a key attraction to joining Roseburg.
